The recommended structure of the article includes the following parts: Introduction; Literature Review; Research Methodology; Research Results and Discussion; Conclusion.
The article should be written in a Microsoft Word text editor, A4 format, margins: top 2.5 cm, bottom 7 cm, left and right 4 cm. Text in TNR 11, single line spacing, justified alignment, indentation of a paragraph 0.5 cm. Do not break words in the text, do not use the so-called hard spaces, soft enters and multiple spaces; do not use highlighting, bold and underline, do not use paragraph spaces.
 It is allowed to italicize borrowed phrases, e.g. caeteris paribus. Do not number consecutive parts of the text, do not number pages. The length of text should not normally exceed 15 pages. References in the text should be consistent with the guidelines of the APA system, e.g.:

Text centered vertically and horizontally in tables. Do not tone the interior of the table, do not leave empty cells. Each table must have a given source and be described in the text, e.g. (Table 1).
